Academic vear 2019-20:

1. Submission of Compliance report to NBA for Four Programmes:

IQAC has taken initiatives to prepare and submit compliance report to NBA for four UG
Programmes: Aeronautical Engineering, Computer Science and Engineering, Electronics and
Communication Engineering and Mechanical Engineering. Based on the compliance report,

college.

MVIJ College of Engineering has started online class for all the students of UG and PG from
26.3.2020. Online classes are being conducted as per the Timetable scheduled for regular class.
We are using Microsoft Teams. Microsoft Teams is a unified communication and collaboration
platform that combines persistent workplace chat, video meetings, file storage (including
collaboration on files), and application integration. We created class group for all the courses
of UG and PG programmes. We conduct theory classes by using ppts, videos, other learning
materials created by our faculty members.

We also teach Kannada, English and CPH through online class. Our faculty members are able
to conduct class efficiently, post notes, assignments in the class group.
